Hours of screen use has also been found to reduce 
childɀparent interaction, which has an adverse impact 
on language development. And this displacement is a 
big concern: if kids are left with screen-based 
babysitters, then they are not interacting with 
caregivers and the physical world. There are only so 
many hours in a day, and the time spent with screens 
comes at the expense of other, potentially better, 
activities. 
Children need a balanceof activities, including 
instructed play, exploring the natural environment, 
manipulating physical toys and socialising with other 
children and grown-ups. The rise in screen use means 
less of allthese things.

High Frequency and Tricky Words
(common irregular words)

ÅHigh frequency words are frequently used in everyday life. 

Some are decodable by sounding out with phonemes.  However, 
some words are not decodable and we call these tricky words.

ÅThe children will experience both types of words as the year 
progresses.

ÅThis becomes more sophisticated as the children build on their 
initial understanding of sounds.

Early learning Goals for Writing 
By the end of Reception

uChildren use their phonic knowledge to write words in ways 
which match their spoken sounds.

uThey also write some irregular common words. 

uThey write simple sentences which can be read by themselves 
and others. 

uSome words are spelt correctly and others are phonetically 
plausible. 



Writing ɀHow you can help 
uVariety of writing materials

uFine motor skills

uHandwriting/spelling

uModel writing the graphemes

uCorrect pencil grip

uLowercase letters ɀcapitals onlyat beginning of sentences, names etc.

uEncourage your child to draw/write parts of a shopping list, greetings 
card, post it message, birthday/Christmas list.

Writing and Progression

uThe scribbling stage is 
when the child moves the 
pencil in random circles. 
There is no definite 
pattern.



Writing and Progression

uThe pattern stage shows a 
collection of different 
patterns, often circular or 
zig-zag



Writing and Progression

uRandom marks often take 
the form of a repetitive 
squiggle or small repeated 
circles and squiggles



Writing and Progression

uSoon the child will write 
using random letters, often 
a mixture of lower case 
and capitals



Writing and Progression

uWhen the child is aware of 
their sounds they will start 
to use them in their 
writing.



Writing and Progression

uSoon the child will write 
independently.  They will 
use both phonetic and 
visual knowledge.  They be 
become more accurate as 
they develop
